TRANSITING THE PANAMA CANAL

In the pantheon of iconic travel experiences, a transit of the twisting waterways
and mighty locks of the Panama Canal ranks near the top.

FUERTE AMADOR (PANAMA CITY), PANAMA

Where the Panama Canal joins the Pacific sits the capital city of Fuerte
Amador. More commonly known as Panama City, this overnight port offers
insight into the Canal’s history, the city’s time as a Spanish fort and its
present-day role as a major shipping destination and global center of
research, business and entertainment.

Manta is a commercial center for fish and fruit, particularly bananas and
plantains.
